When the pages are completed and proof
read several times, the file is sent to the
printer who produces a proof for checking.

Printed copies are delivered to the Church
and it's over to the many volunteers who
sort them into bundles and deliver them to
each household across the three parishes
in a well oiled operation.

Once, the Parish News was the main
source of information for many residents;

As the lockdown restrictions are
gradually being lifted, I know that
for some, this is the moment of
walking around and enjoying the
beauty of nature especially now
during the season of Trinity. This is
a season when the green plants
dominate our surroundings in our
country and the sign of life is
virtually visible in our sight.

As a church, this is also a moment
when our Liturgical Year returns to
the “Season of the Year” or
“Ordinary Time. The Trinity for the
church is also the longest period that
covers almost half of the year.

But what is the meaning of this
season of Trinity all about? Pope
Gregory 1X instituted Trinity Sunday
in 828 CE. The day is known for
being the only major Christian
festival that celebrates a church
doctrine rather than an event in its
sacred history. It is dedicated to the
Christian belief in the Trinity- Father,
Son and Holy Spirit and falls on the
Sunday following the Pentecost each
year. The belief of one God in three
elements is distinctive of the
Christian faith.

Saint Patrick is
famous for a few
things, even in the
general culture, for
driving the snakes
out of Ireland (only
metaphorically) and explaining the
Trinity with the shamrock! He may
or may not have done this, but the
story almost belittles the importance
of the Trinity to the ancient Celts.

able to run all our
usual classes so it's good to report
that this year we will be back in the
Barbour Institute. But there is a big
change: we've had requests to bring
the date forward so we're giving it a
try: this year the Show will be on
Sunday 1st August.

The schedules will be available
soon, as print copies from the
Barbour Institute, the Post Office,
Tattenhall News and Alison’s
Country Kitchen and also available
to download from a link we'll put on
Tattenhall News (look out for it).
The schedule has been completely
overhauled to allow for the different
kinds of produce that will be
available in mid-summer, but all the
usual children’s, craft, photography
and art classes have been retained.
This is all subject to Covid
regulations of course and who
knows what they will be by 1st
August but we're not
the sort of
organisation to let
that kind of
uncertainty get us
down! So long as the
BI is open and

events are allowed,
we'll organise the
layout to be Covid-
safe and will do a full
risk assessment
beforehand.

And in a first for us,
this year there will be no fee to
enter any of the exhibitor classes
(there'll still be an entry fee to visit
the Show in the afternoon). We've
done this to reduce cash handling
and congestion in the BI in the
morning but please note that as a
result there will be no cash prizes,
only certificates. And masses of
kudos, of course.

And in another first, Tattenhall
Allotments Association has offered
to put on a veg & fruit growers’
bench preparation masterclass. Date
yet to be confirmed, but two of their
‘old hands’ will show newbie Show
entrants how to select and prepare
their exhibits to have the very best
chance of winning.

This will be open to anyone who's
thinking of entering and is well
worth attending if you're uncertain
about what's required and want to
pick up some top tips. Having said
that, it's not as hard as it looks and
is really good fun: every year people
win who have never entered before.

2013 when the Plan received just over
95% support from residents of the
Tattenhall area.
The Neighbourhood Plan is a planning
policy document which is taken into
consideration when CW&C decide all
planning applications in the Parish
Council area and is therefore very
important in shaping what development
can take place in Tattenhall, Newton-by-
Tattenhall and Gatesheath.
The Neighbourhood Plan is described as
a ‘living Document’ which was to be
reviewed every 5 years during its
lifetime which runs until 2030.
The Committee which is made of Parish
Councillors and residents has
undertaken a large amount of work
reviewing the Plan and its policies to
gheck they are fit for purpose and up to

ate.

As part of the
Review the
committee has
also began a
review of the
Village Design
Statement, which
was produced in
2009, and in line
with current
government
policy is working
to bring this
document up to date as a Design Code.
The creation of the Design Code is being
support by AECOM, the funding for
which is provided by Locality, who
manage grants for the creation and
review of Neighbourhood Plans.

We have also applied for funding to
appoint an expert from Cheshire
Community Action to help with the next
stages of the Neighbourhood Plan
review which will include consultation on
any proposed changes to the Plan.

Rebeocs says -

First and foremost, | offer this reader my
heartfelt sympathies. The death of a loved one
is hard to bear and for some, the prospect of
hiawing to deal with their estate can be
overwhelming. A good solicibor will abaays
understand, be willing to answer any guestions
you may hawve and will advise you on the
opticns available to you, bearing in mind the
circumstances. it is important to bear in mind
that no two estates ame the same and so an
initial discuszsion with a solicitor about what
needs to be done (and how) should always be
a priority. A good solicitor will mot charge for
an initial telephone discussion and / or meeting.

whilst it is possible to deal with the financial
afffairs of someane who has died (often called
the estate administration)) without seeking the
assistance of solicitor, several factors showld
be considered:

= I5 there a Will? In this case there is, and the
reader is comect in thinking that the
responsibility of administering the estate
falls upon the exewutors. If there is no Will,
no-one has immediate authorty to deal
with the estate, rather, it is up to certain
family members to apply for permissson to
deal with the estate. In all cases where there
i o Will, it is witally important to contact
a solicitar for advice.

= Iz 2 Grant of Probate reguired? If a Grant is
required, 3 sirict procedure must be followed.

= Iz thiere tay to pay? When someone dies,
inheritance Tax is charged on their estate.
However, there are, in many cases, valuable
exemptions and reliefs that can be applied for.
Do not miss an opportunity bo mitigate tax

= Are there gifts to children under the age of 15872
if yes, Trusts will be created and the Execwutors
will have additional legal duties and
responsibilities placed upon them.

= Are there any foreign ascets? If yes, it will
need to be established whether these assets
pass under the UK will, 3 foreign Wil (if one)
ar in accordance with foresgn succession nles.
Also, the UK Grant may need to be resealed.

= I5 there a business? The death of a business
awner can create serious immediate issues
and can be complicated to deal with.

= Are there sufficient assets to cowver all
liabilities? A potentially insolvent estate is very
high risk and advice from a solicitor shouwld

always be sowght

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Nature Notes = July is Butterfly Month

If you watched
Springwatch on
BBC in early June
you would have
seen a feature on
Blue Tits and the
consequences of
the very cold and late spring on their
breeding success.

In my own breeding bird surveys I saw
very few of them compared to normal
springs. The explanation seems to be
that there was a timing mismatch with
oak trees coming into leaf much later
than usual and the caterpillars which
feed on them also developing late. The
unfortunate Blue Tits which feed these
caterpillars to their young bred at the
usual time and therefore had so little
food available for their chicks that many
died in the nest from starvation — a real
tragedy It is possible that with climate

- change such events
may become more
common.

® On a happier note I
F have just seen my

first Painted Lady butterfly of the year
(early June). These migrants come to us
from North Africa, particularly Morocco,
in a similar way to the more well-known
migration of Monarchs in North America.

They may arrive here after successfully
breeding in southern Europe. In some
years they arrive in the UK in large
numbers and are well worth looking out
for.
It has now been established that adults
which have bred here migrate south in
autumn back to Africa, an amazing
journey!
Also, July is a great
month for other
beautiful but resident
_ butterflies such as Red
o Admiral, Small
Tortoiseshell, Comma and Gatekeeper.
